Graze Hill Development – planning was deferred, site visit on 09/12/19, back to Committee on 16/12/19. Police objection regarding pedestrian access and egress routes to Woodlands Park.  Drainage and sewerage issue as well. Parish Council issue raised with regards to roundabout. PC to submit further representations.
Hookhams Lane Developments – Applications for 14 houses, 28 houses and 440 houses. Highway authority concerns re proximity of accesses on to Hookhams Lane
Curry Mansion – currently revised planning submission regarding roof level change (additional story) and also façade appearance using render in lieu of timber. (Potential approval of façade change)

Land opposite corner shop – probable land ownership change. Anticipated will be promoted in next call for sites in Local Plan review

Website – DJ has gathered valid quotes regarding website build & maintenance costs.  General consensus is that it is value for money.  JF to provide alternative self-build cost.  DJ & SA to arrange meeting to gain further understanding with Bayes Media of Oakley.  Content for the domain to be thought of ie text, media, images.  Review the existing Oakley and other planning pages to develop a ‘skeleton’ to the group to put the ‘meat’ onto.

Email address for the steering group needs to be arranged and become ‘live’.

Time frame – February proposed as the website, initial questionnaire and for drop in events.  Moved from January, to ensure that the information is valid & developed correctly
JM raised that potentially it would be worthwhile to have professional print.  JM to gain a quote from the company providing Woodlands newsletter, and also to gain a quote for providing the same from a local press/print company.

AM raised that the businesses, golf course and indeed the school should also gain a copy of the newsletter.

Put on the next newsletter & indeed word of mouth through the WI with regards to inviting a member of the community from the Wagstaff Close area to the steering group.  JM raised that likewise someone from Cleat Hill.
